∘	Furthermore, "Jeollanam-do is a region where both the petrochemical industry and the steel industry, which have driven the Korean economy, exist, so it is necessary to focus on the management of environmentally hazardous substances. A new research institute that can enhance the domestic industrial development performance of the Green New Deal and the competitiveness of overseas expansion should be launched from the perspective of a regionally balanced New Deal."
