□	The main contents of the agreement include:  ▲ joint research on dementia using artificial intelligence ▲ development and demonstration of dementia prediction and prevention technology through biomedical big data ▲ promoting joint projects (tasks) with research results such as AI, blockchain, cloud, and data (ABCD) technologies ▲ cooperation in training professionals and programs for employment and start-ups ▲ other matters related to the promoting relations between the two organizations and the joint development.

∘	KOLab Co., Ltd., is a local company that develops health care products using artificial intelligence (AI) technology and manages clinical trials for dementia using big data in the field of dementia. Recently, it signed a business agreement with Gwangju City and Chosun University.
