Last May, 37 prospective entrepreneurs were finally selected by evaluating the value and commercialization potential of their business plans.

□	The GIST Business Incubator utilizes its infrastructure to help entrepreneurs learn about ▲ intellectual property rights and patent rights and registration procedures ▲Understanding marketing & branding ▲ artificial intelligence beginner/intermediate/intermediate advanced courses ▲ startup management (accounting, taxation, law) ▲ BM establishment advancement and IR pitching strategy ▲ investment attraction cases, and basic education related to start-up was provided in lecture type, practical type, mentoring type, group coaching type, and networking type.

□	GIST Business Incubator Director Byoung-kwon Cho said, "This training is meaningful in that it conducted customized training for each type to strengthen the startup competency of prospective entrepreneurs. Even though it is a difficult time for everyone, we will make every effort to establish an excellent start-up support infrastructure for successful start-ups of prospective start-ups who want to create start-ups."

□	Since 2019, GIST has been selected as the organizer of the preliminary start-up package and produced 74 preliminary start-ups. With sales of 780 million won and investment attraction of 770 million won, it is contributing to the spread of a healthy start-up culture and growth of the local economy and jobs.
