1. About Japan-Korea Industrial Technology Co-operation Foundation
  　

  (1) Background

  　
In June 1992 the two governments of Japan and the Republic of Korea agreed upon “Action plans for redressing the Japan-Korea trade imbalance” and they decided to set up “Industrial Technology Co-operation Foundation” in each country.
On the private-sector level, the Japan-Korea Industrial Technology Co-operation Foundation (JKF) was established in December 1992 to implement cooperation programs to foster industrial technology.
(2) Main Projects
　  

Enhance and improve the industrial technology ability of small- and medium-sized companies in the Republic of Korea. 
1. Support and cooperation for industrial technology human resources development 
2. Support and cooperation for improving productivity and quality

3. Encourage communication in industrial technology
4. Opening seminars, survey research and promoting public relations
　  

This program is based on 1 listed above and to implement as a part of the fiscal year 2008 Next-Generation Human Resources Development Project.
2. Outline of the Program

　  

  (1) Program Summary & Objectives

　  

40 junior Korean researchers (master’s and doctorate courses graduate students) are invited to Japan to conduct a 7-week research and training program in their fields of study at some independent administrative and national research institutes (excluding universities and research institutes affiliated to universities). This program is to create an opportunity and to support reinforcement of Japan-Korea research collaboration in industrial technology through Japanese research approaches and its methods. The aim of this program is to build up a good relationship to promote Japan-Korea industrial technology communication and to expect the improvement of industrial technology ability in both countries.
The Winter Institute Program is sponsored by the Japan-Korea Industrial Technology Co-Operation Foundation (JKF) that is commissioned by the Japan-Korea Cultural Foundation (JKCF) under the support of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan. Japan International Science and Technology Exchange Center (JISTEC) will implement the program with the cooperation of the Korea Science and Engineering Foundation (KOSEF). Also this program will be implemented as one of JENESYS program of the Japanese government from this fiscal year.

   (2) Eligible Applicant
　  
1. Must be a Korean graduate student who resides in Korea and is majoring in industrial technology, engineering or science; on a doctorate program, or on a master’s program.
2. Must be under 35-year-old as a principle when submitting the application.
3. Research subjects must be related to “Industrial technology”.
4. Must be in good health to accomplish the research and training activities.
5. Must have sufficient language ability of either Japanese or English to pursue research and training activities in Japan. With agreement of the host institute, other languages may suffice.

6. The applicant, who has possibility of returning home during the program due to such reasons as taking examination for exemption from the military service or joining another research program, is not accepted in this program.
  　(3) About Selection
　  

In the majority of cases, the applicant who falls as much as categories below shall be placed first. 

　  

1. Have excellent score or marks.
2. Have thesis published in Republic of Korea or overseas.
3. Have intellectual property right in the past thesis.
4. Have excellent English or Japanese language ability.

(5) Contents of Research Training Plan
Successful applicant should be fully discussed the research subjects and its training plan with the host scientist before coming to Japan.
(6) Support

　  
The followings will be provided for the participant:

1. A round-trip air ticket between Korea and Japan.
2. Accommodations including fee of electricity, water supply and gas.
3. Daily allowance for the duration of the program including food and commuting expenses.
4. Japanese language class fee and cultural experience fee.
5. Research allowance: 20,000 yen per person.
6. In case of a business trip may occur during the program, commuting expense and 
accommodation expense shall be provided separately. 

- Commuting expense: Provided from 50km or more in one way. The express fee shall be provided from 100km or more in one way.
            - Accommodation expense: Provided up to 8,700 yen per night.

The following will be provided for the research institute:

1. Research subsidy: 30,000 yen per research institute.
(7)  Application Procedures
  　

1. The applicant to the Program shall obtain the application form from Korea Science and Engineering Foundation (KOSEF). 
  　

2. The applicant must choose a desired host institute from the attached Host Institute List and fill all required information to submit the application to KOSEF. Attach a copy of the certificate of English/Japanese proficiency, if any. 

Note: The certificate will be referred to at the screening.
3. Following the first screening, KOSEF will make up a candidate list and then submit its list, the application forms, and other relevant documents to JISTEC.
4. JKF will assign JISTEC to do the matching between candidates and host institutes.
5. JISTEC will pair each candidate with an appropriate research institute in terms of his/her research area, and ask the research institute for acceptance.
6. JISTEC shall obtain the letter of acceptance from the research institutes to confirm the acceptance.
7. JISTEC shall send the letter of acceptance after selecting the final successful candidate.
8. If willing to participate in the program, the successful candidate shall submit the Statement of Acceptance to JISTEC. 
Note: The offer from the host institute shall be canceled for those who are failed to send the Statement of Acceptance via e-mail or post by deadline.
9. JISTEC shall confirm the acceptance when the Statement of Acceptance is received from the successful candidate. Then, JISTEC shall send the results to JKF.
10. JISTEC shall send the results to KOSEF after receiving the approval from JKF.
11. KOSEF shall send a notification of acceptance to each successful applicant.
12. The successful applicant must contact host scientists to discuss the research and training subject and its plan in advance.
 3. Conditions

     　

(1) The guarantor of the participants shall be KOSEF in the Republic of Korea and the surety of the participants shall be JKF in Japan.

(2) JKF shall not be responsible for any accidents, illness, etc. of the participant unless they are deliberately caused by the host institute.
(3) If JKF judges the participant has difficulty to continue the research training from the following reasons, JKF shall take appropriate measures including sending the participant back to Korea after consulting with JISTEC, KOSEF and the host institute.

a. in case of illness

b. in case the participant does not follow an instruction made by JKF, JISTEC or the host institute

c. in case of an extremely serious communication problem between the participant and host scientist have due to the lack of language ability or other reasons

(4) KOSEF is responsible for undesirable behaviors of the participants during in Japan and will take appropriate measures to resolve the problem.

(5) KOSEF and the Korean Embassy shall, in consultation with JKF, do their best to resolve any problems that might occur to the participants during the Program.

(6) Participants must observe the regulations of the host institute including those regarding Intellectual Property Rights.
(7) Participants must obtain prior consent in written form from the head of the host institute if they intend to publicize the results of the research performed during the Program.
(8) Participants must provide themselves with travel insurance at their own expense.
(9) Any return to Korea during the Program is not permitted except for special cases such as a death or critical condition in the family. The participant must pay all costs of the return even if such special cases.

(10) No spouse or dependents are permitted to accompany participants during the Program.
(11) At the end of the Program, participants must submit a research report to the host institute, JKF, JISTEC and KOSEF by deadline. Same applies to Questionnaires, Schedule of Research and Professional Visit, Research Presentation document and Essay.
(12) The participant who wish to receive commuting expense and accommodation expense must submit Request for Transport Expense or/and Request for Suspense Payment of Accommodation Fee to JISTEC by 7 business day prior to the business trip departure date.
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
